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MUSIC NOTES

To celebrate the Sunday before Thanksgiving Day, this morning’s music celebrates the 
vibrant legacy of contemporary American church music, and features choral arrangements of 
American Shaker tunes by composers who are both alumni of the Harvard University Choir.

A graduate of Harvard, Yale, and the University of Southern California, Daniel Roihl ’98 
is a conductor, performer, composer, and educator whose music has been heard in a variety 
of venues. His arrangement of the Shaker Hymn “I Have a Soul to Be Saved or Lost” was 
inspired by a visit to the Shaker village at Sabbathday Lake, Maine, where the Harvard 
University Choir recorded a CD of Shaker music.

Josh Bean ’16 wrote his arrangement of the famous shaker tune Simple Gifts for 
performance at Harvard’s 2016 Commencement Exercises where it was premiered in the 
vast expanse of Tercentenary Theatre.

Today’s prelude presents popular hymn tunes in new settings by Russell Schulz-Widmar, 
an important figure in American liturgical music who chaired the music committee for 
the Episcopal Hymnal 1982. The postlude is taken from Carson Cooman’s “Piccoli fiori 
musicali,” a title which pays homage to Frescobaldi’s landmark collection of keyboard 
music of 1635. “Hornpipe,” a jaunty dance making use of quick scalar passage work 
alternating with staccato chords, is the concluding piece in this collection.
